WHEREAS, William and Jennifer Kombol (the “Kombols”) are the owners of real 
property known as King County Tax Parcel No. 084400-0605 (the “Property”), which is 
located adjacent to the Black Diamond History Museum; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Kombols desire to donate the Property to the City of Black 

Diamond (the “City”) for historical preservation and similar purposes; and 
 
WHEREAS, RCW 35.21.100 allows the City to accept property donated to it and 

to carry out the terms of the donation if within the powers granted by law; and 
 
WHEREAS, use of the property for historical preservation and similar purposes in 

perpetuity is within the powers granted to the City by law; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City desires to accept the donation of the Property;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLACK DIAMOND, 

KING COUNTY, WASHINGTON, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 
 
Section 1. The City hereby accepts the donation of the Property by the Kombols 

and authorizes the Mayor to accept a Statutory Warranty Deed for the Property in a form 
substantially similar to the one attached hereto as Exhibit A. 

 
Section 2.  The City shall use the Property in perpetuity for historical presentation, 

historical display, as a public gathering place (either outdoor or indoor) and similar or 
related purposes, including but not limited to use by the Black Diamond Historical Society 
(or successor history related organization), or for monuments, murals, museum displays 
or museum expansions, public gardens or gathering places, and the like. 

 
Section 3.  Should any section, paragraph, sentence, clause, or phrase of this 

Ordinance, or its application to any person or circumstance, be declared unconstitutional 
or otherwise invalid for any reason, or should any portion of this Ordinance be pre-empted 
by state or federal law or regulation, such decision or pre-emption shall not affect the 
validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance or its application to other persons or 
circumstances. 
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Section 4.  This Ordinance shall be published in the official newspaper of the City 
and shall take effect and be in full force five (5) days after the date of publication.
